Our coordinators will approve your online application, after that we can send your 

invitation letter. 

You don’t have to apply for Ankara University again. Erasmus Office will complete your 

application to Ankara University.

traineeship plan and dates. After traineeship agreement is completed, we can send your

Visa and Residence Permit (İkamet) 

 

Students are responsible to check if they need visa to enter Turkey. 

 

Students are obligated to apply for residence permit when they arrive in Turkey.

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Frequently Asked Questions 

 

I can’t contact with my coordinator, what should I do? 

Please contact with Erasmus Office. We are updating our coordinators list often but it may 

have been changed. 

 

How many ECTS can I take in one semester? 

We don’t have limit for ECTS but usually 25-35 ECTS are enough for Erasmus students. 

 

I got accepted to dormitory, can I arrive early? 

Our dormitories opens 1 week before the semester. 

 

Does Ankara University use OLA? 

Yes, we are fully entegrated OLA. 

 

I am veterinary, medicine etc. student. Can I do practice when I am taking classes? 

Yes, as long as our coordinators approve, you can go to our clinics for practice. 

 

I don’t have a passport yet, is it problem for application? 

It is not problem but upon receiving your passport, please send your passport number to 

us. 

 

How much time does it usually get to finish paperworks and get  an acceptance letter? 



In normal circumstances, it takes usually 1 – 1,5 month to prepare your documents and get 

fully accepted by us. 

 

I’m coming for fall semester, is it possible to prolong my stay for spring semester when I 

am in there? 

Yes, as long as our department coordinators approve. 

 

Can I take my residence permit before I come?  

I am not obligated to get a visa, should I still apply for visa?  

I can’t find any information if I need visa or not, where can I learn it? 

Please take information from your country’s Turkish Embassy. 

 

I have questions about residency, what shoud I do? 

You can ask to Erasmus Office or ESN but you will get official information from residency
