Natural language processing (NLP) is the interpretation and generation of human language by computational means. For most living languages, this includes spoken and written modes of communication, and large languages such as English and Mandarin have been so thoroughly modelled that we need only plug into a Google API to gain access to predictive text input, speech-to-text and text-to-speech engines, grammar checks, and translation. By contrast, our access to premodern languages is primarily text-based, and what modest annotation tools have been created for them have overwhelmingly favoured such larger languages as Latin. What few off-the-shelf libraries are available for the analysis of Old English, then, are limited and in dire need of improvement. The computational handling of these corpora accordingly takes us back to the basics, manipulating strings of text, but it also raises the question whether machine learning can be of help with so modest a corpus. In this course, you will learn to deploy such Python libraries as NLTK and CLTK as well as the Python Standard Library and regular expressions to organize Modern English, but above all Old English text and generate statistics on the basis of plaintext corpora. You will try your hand at stemming, quantitative analysis, and word embedding, while picking up key principles from the realms of linear algebra and machine learning along the way so you may develop an understanding of what separates the abilities of humans and machines to process language, and how to go about training a machine to help out with your research or other text-based projects. The course assumes no prior knowledge of Python, algebra, or machine learning, and students in modules outside the English Department in particular are not expected to have a prior knowledge of Old English.

4512730 Advanced linguistics: The semantics of tense from a cross-linguistic perspective, S, 1. TG

This course explores current issues in the semantics of tense. The goal of the course is to provide an advanced introduction into formal approaches to the interpretation of matrix and embedded tense (in complement and adjunct clauses) and to explore the challenges that these approaches face on the cross-linguistic level. We begin with an overview of the fundamental notions in the semantics of tense (in matrix clauses), aspect, and Aktionsart. Using this material, we explore some current problems in tense semantics arising from the interaction between tense and aspect in such languages as English, Russian, and Spanish. We then move to a discussion of tense in complement clauses. After reviewing several influential theories that capture the truth conditions of de dicto, de se, and de re attitude reports, we study some extensions of this apparatus to the temporal domain, focusing on the phenomena of temporal de se and temporal de re. We then explore the potential of these theories in explaining cross-linguistic variation in such languages as English, Japanese, Russian, Hebrew, and Greek. The temporal interpretation of adjunct clauses is the next topic we discuss. Relative clauses, “before-” and “after-” clauses bring new cross-linguistic contrasts and, consequently, new puzzles and challenges for a semantic theory of tense. These challenges will be discussed on the material of English, Japanese, and Russian. Finally, we take a look at some current issues in the temporal interpretation of tenseless languages and languages with optional tense marking: theoretically unexpected effects arising in the temporal interpretation of matrix and embedded clauses in those languages. Here, our main focus will be on the literature discussing such languages as Mandarin, Tlingit (Na-Dene), Washo (Hokan), Wolof (Niger-Congo), Medumba (Niger-Congo), Hausa (Afro-Asiatic, Chadic), Samoan (Polynesian). Since the mid-1990s, there has been a ‘turn to affect’ as a new way of doing cultural criticism in the neo-liberalist era: A retreat from the ‘linguistic turn’ of poststructuralist, deconstructionist thought. Above all, the mutual, ongoing exchange between affect theory and feminist studies has profoundly shaped both fields ever since. The same period of time has also seen a surge in television production in general and in shows featuring women as protagonists in particular, and that is not a coincidence. Against the ‘affective turn’ of the media and the academia, this course will watch 21st-century female-centered TV shows, including Fleabag, Killing Eve, and The Marvelous Mrs. Maisel. At the intersection of gender studies, affect theory, and TV criticism, the course will explore the portrayals of gender, sexuality, relationships, lifestyles, and ‘happiness’, asking questions such as the following: To what extent do these series deviate from their antecedents like Bridget Jones and Sex and the City? Do their gender narratives account for the intersecting factors of identity and discrimination such as ethnicity, class, sexuality, and affect? Is the performativity of gender and affect acknowledged or denied? Which facets of feminism are (mis)represented? What role does neo-liberalism play in this? How does capitalism affect the television landscape and vice versa? What is the ‘feminization’ of popular culture? What is ‘postfeminism’? Required watching: Please watch both seasons of Fleabag, at least the first season of Killing Eve, and at least the first season of The Marvelous Mrs. Maisel before the first session. All three shows are available on Amazon Prime/Netflix. The syllabus and the reading materials of the course will be uploaded to Stud.IP at the beginning of the term.

In Love and Death in the American Novel (1960), Leslie Fiedler asserts that the tradition of American literature "is almost essentially a gothic one" (142). Marked by a focus on transgression and contestation, the Gothic articulates the haunting presence of otherness that served to legitimize the Enlightenment ideals integral to national self-definitions. The South has been termed the principal region of the American Gothic because it lays bare the flipside of the pastoral idyll of agrarianism. In the uncanny specters of the Southern Gothic, the historical realities of slavery, white supremacy, imperialism, capitalism, and patriarchy come to life. In addition to considering the Southern Gothic against the backdrop of feminist and queer theory, we will make use of concepts such as bell hooks's "oppositional gaze" and Toni Morrison's "American Africanism" and analyze how the Gothic functions in and as race and media theory. Students will investigate how and to what effect boundaries in the realms of race, gender, class, sexuality, the human and the environment are being renegotiated. They will ask to what extent binaries are collapsed in 19th and 20th century novels and short stories by authors such as Edgar Allan Poe, Hannah Crafts, George Washington Cable, Thomas Nelson Page, Charles Chesnutt, William Faulkner, Flannery O'Connor, Toni Morrison, and Shirley Jackson. In our discussions, we will go beyond definitions of the South and the Gothic as monolithic entities and branch out toward the diasporic, global notions of the Southern Gothic embraced in recent scholarship. While the author of the fascinating dream vision called Pearl and the Arthurian (mock?-)romance Sir Gawain and the Green Knight remains one of the numerous medieval anonymi for us, the all-in-all four or five poems ascribed to him are considered landmarks of Middle English poetry. In this course we will read, partially translate and discuss all poems in the unique source, BL Cotton Nero A.x. Students will thus consider literary as well as linguistic and codicological aspects pertinent to their understanding. The participants will be asked to read and translate extracts from these Middle English texts, and they are thereby given the opportunity to improve their knowledge of this form of English.

We will examine their influence on their American counterparts including US Poet Laureates Robert Pinsky and Robert Hass (both of whom served as Miłosz's translators) as well as Seamus Heaney, who held the Boylston Professor of Rhetoric and Oratory at Harvard University. We will explore the influence of these Eastern European poets on American prosody and human rights, as well as their role in the unexpected revival of poets such as Robert Frost and Thomas Hardy. Conversely, we will also look at the significant influence of American and English-language poetry on Miłosz, Brodsky and Venclova, along with other Cold War poetic crosscurrents. Once they had established a foothold in their readers' imagination, they proved as hard to kill as vampires are said to be in real life. This course will focus on the most famous classic vampire novel, Bram Stoker's Dracula. We will investigate the allure of the novel as a novel, focusing on aspects of structure, narratology and motifs. We will then analyse how readers have assessed and categorised the novel over the years, from late nineteenth-century reviews in journals and magazines to today's social media. Based on Bourdieu's concept of the literary field, the aim is to chart the development in localising the novel in networks of other texts, both printed and non-printed, to see how the overall assessment has changed (if at all) and how reader-reviewers make sense of the novel in terms of their own reading experiences, then and now. Montague travelled to Turkey (1716-1718) accompanying her husband, who was ambassador to Constantinople for a short time. Immersing herself in the life of the city, she produced a series of remarkable, Orientalist letters and became acquainted with the method of inoculation against smallpox, which she then introduced in Britain. Wollstonecraft undertook a journey to Scandinavia in 1795 on, as the legal representative of her lover, Gilbert Imlay, in a business transaction that was both semi-illegal and mysterious. Her descriptions of Scandinavia are coloured by her personal situation, but also by the sensibility of a middle-class, British and professional woman. Notwithstanding numerous differences between their lives and personal situations, the circumstances under which they travelled and their interaction with local people and cultures, the two women writers perform pioneer work in several respects, which we shall discuss in class based on two texts that resulted from their travels: Montagu’s Turkish Embassy Letters and Wollstonecraft’s Scandinavian Letters. Reading: Lady Mary Wortley Montagu, The Turkish Embassy Letters (1763) in the Broadview edition, ed. However, all natural languages have a restricted set of syntactic domains that, in some way or another, restrict movement out of themselves, aka extraction domains (cf. [Which book]-1 do you want me to talk to [the author of __1]? vs. *[Which book]-1 do you want [the author of __1] to talk to me?). We will talk about three types of such domains: so-called phases, strong islands and weak islands. This phenomenon has been at the heart of the syntactic theory since at least the 1960s, but it has recently received some renewed attention within the minimalist framework. We will both briefly discuss the history of the research on this topic and talk in more detail about the current proposals, with a focus on those theories that introduce a link between extraction domains and the way syntactic derivation interacts with memory structure, like Fox and Pesetsky's (2005) Cyclic Linearization Theory of phases or Privoznov's (2021) Single Root Derivation Theory of strong islands. Perhaps, extraction domains can help us differentiate the uniquely human computational system (language proper) from general (potentially, third-factor) constraints imposed on the computation by the way memory can be structured in the human mind.

This class will be dedicated to a fairly marginal and – at first glance – rather unexciting female character from Homer’s Odyssey: Penelope. While her husband Odysseus, ‘man of many turns’, helps the Greeks to win the war against Troy before he embarks on a tumultuous journey across the Aegean, fighting Cyclopes and shacking up with goddesses on the way, Penelope sits faithfully at home, engaged in the futile activity of weaving and constantly unraveling a shroud for King Laertes in order to keep her suitors at bay. The first glance is deceiving. Penelope’s story has not only provoked numerous adaptations throughout English literary history, it is also quite interesting from a theoretical point of view: It can be read as a metatextual, narratological, meta-mnemonic story that reflects on the fundamental conditions and functions of storytelling. Penelope’s repeated act of unraveling her weave (lat. textum) results in the delay of her own story while at the same time creating a narrative space for other stories to unfold. It can be read as a performance of remembrance, as a deferral of death, even as the enactment of an alternative economy whose commitment to futile activity defies ideologies of productivity. This seminar will survey a range of literary and theoretical adaptations of the Penelope material from various periods of English literature. We will read excerpts from Emily Wilson’s celebrated new translation of the Odyssey and James Joyce’s Ulysses, we will study Margaret Atwood’s Penelopiad from the Canongate Myths series and the Penelope-plays of Tom Stoppard and Enda Walsh as well as poems by various authors such as Ann Killigrew, Wallace Stevens, Edwin Muir, and Louise Glück. Novels in the nineties came THICC and fast. In the span of three short years, four long works landed with a thud on the doorsteps of critics and reviewers, who went on to lavish them with praise. The Tunnel, Underworld, Mason & Dixon, all three were hailed as the crowning achievements of their authors' long and successful careers; Infinite Jest, meanwhile, was said to mark the arrival of a dazzling new talent. For anyone aspiring to write "serious" fiction, the message was clear—clearer, perhaps, than it had ever been in the four decades since the publication of William Gaddis's postwar Urtext, The Recognitions. That message, spelled out in the quintessential nineties phrase embraced by publishers and venture capitalists alike, was this: either go big or go home. Those words, it seems, reverberated through the early twenty-first century, which produced a whole new spate of postmodern meganovels. Chief among them is I Hotel by Karen Tei Yamashita, one of only a few female, nonwhite authors who have found success in this white, male-dominated genre of the "big, ambitious novel," to use James Wood's influential term. In fact, nonwhite characters are central to Yamashita's experimental work. In a series of interlocking novellas that all revolve around a dingy residential hotel, I Hotel covers a tumultuous decade in the life of San Francisco's Chinatown, from 1968 to '77, and by extension the Asian experience in an America haunted by the Vietnam War. In this class, we will explore precisely how Yamashita achieves this, how she blends experimental storytelling with cultural and socio-political commentary to arrive at her own, distinctive Asian American portrait of America. We will begin by looking at her celebrated 1997 novel, A Tropic of Orange, to identify some early examples of her narrative style and technique, before we move on to her magnum opus, I Hotel, which we will study by means of a semester-long close reading that divides the novel into weekly segments of approximately 70-80 pages. Please be advised, therefore, that this is a reading-intensive course intended only for students who are prepared to take on a literary challenge and who are willing to actively participate in class discussion. Their heroes break the law in order to preserve the law, displaying a propensity towards violence that is hardly distinguishable from that of the criminals they fight. Hardboiled detectives wield violence to uphold the civilized rules of society—but also the unwritten rules of gender and race that form the shadow side of (il)legality. It is these rules that later authors challenge by changing the gender, ethnicity, and behavior of their detectives. We will explore these issues through the close reading of primary texts. We will also discuss what makes a literary genre generic.
