This lecture series is meant to give an overview on developments in British literature and cultural history from the 1960s to the present. Among the topics to be addressed are the following: the 1960s and new approaches to gender and sexuality; postmodernism and postmodern writing; Black British / multiethnic writing; new forms of historical fiction; British literature and the heritage industry; the war on terror; globalization and fictions of migration; the conflict in Northern Ireland; devolution and its consequences; literary representations of the refugee crisis; the Brexit and "Brexlit"; and the anthropocene and New Nature writing. Readings: selected poetry and short fiction; the following novels: Jeannette Winterson, Oranges Are Not the Only Fruit; Kazuo Ishiguro, Remains of the Day; Andrea Levy, Small Island; Anna Burns, Milkman; Mohsin Hamid, Exit West; and the plays The Homecoming by Harold Pinter and The Algebra of Freedom by Raman Mundair.

Natural language processing (NLP) is the interpretation and generation of human language by computational means. For most living languages, this includes spoken and written modes of communication, and large languages such as English and Mandarin have been so thoroughly modelled that we need only plug into a Google API to gain access to predictive text input, speech-to-text and text-to-speech engines, grammar checks, and translation. By contrast, our access to premodern languages is primarily text-based, and what modest annotation tools have been created for them have overwhelmingly favoured such larger languages as Latin. What few off-the-shelf libraries are available for the analysis of Old English, then, are limited and in dire need of improvement. The computational handling of these corpora accordingly takes us back to the basics, manipulating strings of text, but it also raises the question whether machine learning can be of help with so modest a corpus. In this course, you will learn to deploy such Python libraries as NLTK and CLTK as well as the Python Standard Library and regular expressions to organize Modern English, but above all Old English text and generate statistics on the basis of plaintext corpora. You will try your hand at stemming, quantitative analysis, and word embedding, while picking up key principles from the realms of linear algebra and machine learning along the way so you may develop an understanding of what separates the abilities of humans and machines to process language, and how to go about training a machine to help out with your research or other text-based projects. The course assumes no prior knowledge of Python, algebra, or machine learning, and students in modules outside the English Department in particular are not expected to have a prior knowledge of Old English.

In this class, we will look at the late life of Britain’s most popular legendary king from the perspective of two Middle English romances: the Alliterative and Stanzaic Morte Arthure, both dating from the fourteenth century. These poems tell of sweeping battles as well as disloyal knights and adulterous queens. After kicking off the semester with a crash course in Middle English, we will explore the adventures of King Arthur and his Round Table by reading and comparing the two poems, discussing selected themes and motifs alongside their genre, metre, and narrative technique. Students will get a chance to improve their language skills and deepen their understanding of the Arthurian cosmos. We will work with the TEAMS edition, which is aimed at readers with little prior knowledge of Middle English: Benson, Larry D., and Edward E. Foster (eds.). In this seminar, you will get an overview over how to work with literature in the foreign language classroom. Participants will contribute a Micro-Teaching-Unit, in which they apply this knowledge, try out different teaching methods, and receive feedback and suggestions on their teaching. Through this hands-on approach, participants gain practical experience in planning effective lessons for teaching literature. We will work with selected literary shorts (i.e., poems, short stories, short drama) and the novel “One of Us is Lying” by Karen M. McManus. The basis for the didactic background of the class will be “Englische Literatur unterrichten”; additional texts will be provided online.

Since the mid-1990s, there has been a ‘turn to affect’ as a new way of doing cultural criticism in the neo-liberalist era: A retreat from the ‘linguistic turn’ of poststructuralist, deconstructionist thought. Above all, the mutual, ongoing exchange between affect theory and feminist studies has profoundly shaped both fields ever since. The same period of time has also seen a surge in television production in general and in shows featuring women as protagonists in particular, and that is not a coincidence. Against the ‘affective turn’ of the media and the academia, this course will watch 21st-century female-centered TV shows, including Fleabag, Killing Eve, and The Marvelous Mrs. Maisel. At the intersection of gender studies, affect theory, and TV criticism, the course will explore the portrayals of gender, sexuality, relationships, lifestyles, and ‘happiness’, asking questions such as the following: To what extent do these series deviate from their antecedents like Bridget Jones and Sex and the City? Do their gender narratives account for the intersecting factors of identity and discrimination such as ethnicity, class, sexuality, and affect? Is the performativity of gender and affect acknowledged or denied? Which facets of feminism are (mis)represented? What role does neo-liberalism play in this? How does capitalism affect the television landscape and vice versa? What is the ‘feminization’ of popular culture? What is ‘postfeminism’? Required watching: Please watch both seasons of Fleabag, at least the first season of Killing Eve, and at least the first season of The Marvelous Mrs. Maisel before the first session. All three shows are available on Amazon Prime/Netflix. The syllabus and the reading materials of the course will be uploaded to Stud.IP at the beginning of the term.

4512570 Poetry, Dissidence, Exile – Cold War Influences and International Crosscurrents: American Poetics (1950-1989), HS, 1. TG

This course will explore the historical context and poetic work of some of the major postwar Eastern European poets who were exiled to the United States, and their impact on American poetry and political thought. Set against the background of World War II and its aftermath, the Soviet human rights movement and the labor camps that were often the fate of dissidents, we will focus on the poetry of Nobel Laureates Czesław Miłosz and Joseph Brodsky, as well as Tomas Venclova and Adam Zagajewski. We will examine their influence on their American counterparts including US Poet Laureates Robert Pinsky and Robert Hass (both of whom served as Miłosz's translators) as well as Seamus Heaney, who held the Boylston Professor of Rhetoric and Oratory at Harvard University. We will explore the influence of these Eastern European poets on American prosody and human rights, as well as their role in the unexpected revival of poets such as Robert Frost and Thomas Hardy. Conversely, we will also look at the significant influence of American and English-language poetry on Miłosz, Brodsky and Venclova, along with other Cold War poetic crosscurrents. 4511601 And the Oscar goes to ... - taking students to Hollywood in a Global Simulation, S, 1. TG

A global simulation is a task-based teaching method that gives learners the opportunity to experience and use the foreign language in a fictitious but real-life scenario. By making use of different creative methods, material and media, an authentic space is created - this can for example be an island, a different country, a village, a zoo, a circus, a house, a company, or in our case an award ceremony in Hollywood -, in which the participants take over different roles and master various communicative situations and tasks.  
  In this course, you will explore the potential a global simulation has to offer for the context of foreign language learning. You will learn how to plan and conduct a global simulation based on a textbook unit on Hollywood and get the chance to put your ideas into practice. In your research projects, you will be able to assess and evaluate your global simulation.  
  In cooperation with the IGS Geismar, we will design and carry out a simulation project at the YLAB and invite 8th grade students to join us in this creative adventure. There, pupils will enter the foreign language context we’ll have designed for them, including a specific time and place, and take over new identities. Following different rules and instructions, they will interact with each other, read documents they may find, write notes to each other, solve problems, create and explore. The aim is that you, of course also in role, motivate and encourage the students to actively use the foreign language and support them in doing so. There will be a 5-6 week preparation phase at school prior to the simulation project. The simulation projects themselves will be carried out on a weekday morning at the end of the project. Both the preparation at school and the simulation project will be part of your internship (Note: This counts as your Forschungspraktikum, you will not have to do another internship at a school.) Moreover, you will learn how to do your own research project during your internship including methods and instruments which will help you to answer the research question which we develop in the context of the course. Please note: The Global Simulations will take place in a few weeks before the end of the semester, so you will spend two full mornings of that week on the project (one during your own Global Simulation, one helping your fellow students with theirs). You will prepare the simulation at school with your class for several weeks before the simulation. You will spend one 45- and one 90 minute-lesson per week in your class, so make sure to have free slots in the mornings available if you sign up. Travel accounts are usually written in the form of non-fiction or, less often, as novels. There are, however, also some rare examples of lyrical descriptions of travel experiences. This seminar is devoted to contemporary renditions of travel in poetry. The approaches to travel taken by the selected authors differ widely texts: some of the writers are motivated by the wish to see places faraway and encounter cultures previously unknown to them, others travel to compare places and trace global developments, and yet others are interested in experiencing nearby places in new ways by looking at them through the eyes of a traveller. In this seminar we will discuss selected collections of poetry as well as individual poems, paying attention to a variety of aspects, among them the historical dimension and perception of palimpsestic layering of places visited by the traveller; the interconnectedness of the local and the global; the relation of form and content; as well as stylistic experimentation. Apart from considerations of genre (travel writing, poetry), theoretical approaches will also be taken from the areas of Spatial Studies, Regional vs. Transcultural Writing, Global Studies, and Ecocriticism. Readings: Selected poems or lyrical prose from anthologies as well as excerpts from Kay Flavell, Moon Over the Pacific (2005); Louise Crisp, Uplands (2007); Elaine Feinstein, Cities (2010); Robert Macfarlane, Holloway (2013); Emily Ursuliak, Throwing the Diamond Hitch (2017); and Jenna Butler, Magnetic North (2018). The focus won’t be so much on early cinema, which flourished in the 1910s-1920s, but rather on the evolution of the language of cinema after the introduction of sound, in the late 1920s. We will consider the work of some French cinema directors of the 1930s, but, more importantly, we will concentrate on the films of the decades following the Second World War (such as Italian Neorealism), which employ cinematic narrative modes that can be assimilated to specifically (literary) modernist techniques; an aspect that is particularly evident in the production of the French nouvelle vague. The reading list will be announced.

This lecture shall be understood as thorough introduction and stimulating guide to the literature and culture of England between 1100 and 1500. Based on occasional readings which attendees will be asked to prepare for individual classes, we will familiarise ourselves with a period that presents to us "gret diversité" in the English language, in its structural development and in its literature. The lecture provides an overview of most textual genres found in Middle English literature. Like any literature, Middle English literature is thoroughly informed by the culture into which it is embedded. Therefore, the lecture will be structured in such a way that it also provides an historical outline of the period as well as the cultural specifities that have created such masterpieces as Sir Gawain and the Green Knight or The Canterbury Tales.

Nobel laureate Kazuo Ishiguro ranks among the most versatile contemporary British authors: a transnational writer who at the same time engages intensely with British history. Themes that shape his novels are individual and national memory (and forgetting), love, history and what it means to be human. Formally, Ishiguro keeps exploring different genres – 
  memoir, fantasy, detective fiction or sci-fi 
  – and the wide range of narrative options that a homodiegetic narrator offers. 
  This course attempts at doing credit to Ishiguro’s extraordinary oeuvre, investigating his themes and narrative techniques which constantly put generic conventions into questions. Texts to be read are: The Remains of the Day, When We Were Orphans, Never Let Me Go, and The Buried Giant. 
  All of these novels are rewarding, but none of them is an easy and fast read, so make sure that you will have read at least The Remains of the Day and When We Were Orphans before the start of the semester. A content aptitude test will be held during the first session.

Notably, movement in all natural languages can cross a principally unbounded amount of constituent boundaries (cf. This is the person who-1 [I think [I said [that Rosa suspects [that I hope [that (...) [Karl invited __1] (...) ]]]]]?). However, all natural languages have a restricted set of syntactic domains that, in some way or another, restrict movement out of themselves, aka extraction domains (cf. [Which book]-1 do you want me to talk to [the author of __1]? vs. *[Which book]-1 do you want [the author of __1] to talk to me?). We will talk about three types of such domains: so-called phases, strong islands and weak islands. This phenomenon has been at the heart of the syntactic theory since at least the 1960s, but it has recently received some renewed attention within the minimalist framework. We will both briefly discuss the history of the research on this topic and talk in more detail about the current proposals, with a focus on those theories that introduce a link between extraction domains and the way syntactic derivation interacts with memory structure, like Fox and Pesetsky's (2005) Cyclic Linearization Theory of phases or Privoznov's (2021) Single Root Derivation Theory of strong islands. Perhaps, extraction domains can help us differentiate the uniquely human computational system (language proper) from general (potentially, third-factor) constraints imposed on the computation by the way memory can be structured in the human mind.

This task is a classroom activity that challenges students with a realistic, meaningful assignment (e.g., writing a blog entry, making a demo leaflet, a visit to the doctor). TBLT aims to create a real need in students to use – and improve – their language skills to accomplish the task. Also, by working on tasks that resemble real-life challenges, students may cope with similar situations outside the classroom more easily. In this course, we will learn how to plan a TBLT lesson which revolves around a task; how to select an age- and language-appropriate task; how to divide a larger task into smaller steps that students can work through; how to break the task down into more basic skills that students need (e.g., ideas, vocabulary, grammar); and how to plan a TBLT lesson that aligns with the curriculum and EFL coursebook, in order to connect this method with later work life at school. While her husband Odysseus, ‘man of many turns’, helps the Greeks to win the war against Troy before he embarks on a tumultuous journey across the Aegean, fighting Cyclopes and shacking up with goddesses on the way, Penelope sits faithfully at home, engaged in the futile activity of weaving and constantly unraveling a shroud for King Laertes in order to keep her suitors at bay. The first glance is deceiving. Penelope’s story has not only provoked numerous adaptations throughout English literary history, it is also quite interesting from a theoretical point of view: It can be read as a metatextual, narratological, meta-mnemonic story that reflects on the fundamental conditions and functions of storytelling. Penelope’s repeated act of unraveling her weave (lat. textum) results in the delay of her own story while at the same time creating a narrative space for other stories to unfold. It can be read as a performance of remembrance, as a deferral of death, even as the enactment of an alternative economy whose commitment to futile activity defies ideologies of productivity. This seminar will survey a range of literary and theoretical adaptations of the Penelope material from various periods of English literature. We will read excerpts from Emily Wilson’s celebrated new translation of the Odyssey and James Joyce’s Ulysses, we will study Margaret Atwood’s Penelopiad from the Canongate Myths series and the Penelope-plays of Tom Stoppard and Enda Walsh as well as poems by various authors such as Ann Killigrew, Wallace Stevens, Edwin Muir, and Louise Glück.
