451142 HS: Dead Language Processing, HS

Natural language processing (NLP) is the evaluation and generation of human language by computational means. Although general-purpose large language models now perform reasonably well even on modest-sized dead languages, purpose-built NLP libraries are still sorely lacking for premodern languages other than Latin. The computational handling of these corpora accordingly takes us back to the basics, manipulating strings of text, but it also raises the question whether machine learning can be of help with such limited training data. In this course, you will learn to deploy such Python libraries as NLTK and CLTK as well as the Python Standard Library and regular expressions to organize Modern English, but above all Old English and some Latin text, and generate statistics on the basis of plaintext corpora. You will try your hand at stemming, quantitative analysis, and word embedding, while picking up key principles from the realms of linear algebra and machine learning along the way so you may develop an understanding of what separates the abilities of humans and machines to process language, and how to go about training a machine to help out with your research or other text-based projects. The course assumes no prior knowledge of Python, algebra, machine learning, or Latin, and students in modules outside the English Department in particular are not expected to have a prior knowledge of Old English.

450738 Entertainment and Consumer Cultures in the 18th Century, HS

The rise of the middle class, the increase of leisure time, and the availability of new products from faraway places promoted both consumption in the 18th century and the growth of entertainment culture. Not only considerations of an economic nature but also the role of gender in these developments, e.g. the feminization of luxury, the new focus on domesticity, and the growing importance of the marriage market will figure prominently in our discussions. Readings: Aided by commentaries on and analyses of all of these developments by scholars in the fields of history, cultural studies and literature (among them Mark Blackwell, John Brewer, Catherine Ingrassia, Deidre Lynch, and Roy Porter), we consider essays by Joseph Addison and Richard Steele, poetry by Christopher Anstey, Anne Finch, Mary Leapor and Alexander Pope, a play by John Gay (The Beggar’s Opera), and engravings by William Hogarth, as well as the following novels: Daniel Defoe, Moll Flanders; Frances Burney, Evelina; and Jane Austen, Persuasion. Recommended Background Reading: Paul Langford, Eighteenth-Century Britain: A Very Short Introduction (Oxford, 2005).

450742 18th-Century Novels, HS

In 1957 Ian Watt (1917-1999) published his landmark study, The Rise of the Novel: Studies in Defoe, Richardson and Fielding, a veritable discourse maker in literary studies, which has given rise to lively debates regarding his main claims as well as the texts and authors chosen for his examination. Watt principally suggests that the appearance of the early 18th-century novels by these authors marked a turning point in the development of fictional writing, which broke with the tradition of the epic by relying on realism and protagonists who were identifiable as everyday people with an individual consciousness and experiences. The background of this transformation was built by the industrial revolution and its aftermath, mainly the emergence of the middle classes but also the increase in literacy which both led to a demand for literature rooted in everyday life, based on true experiences of individualized characters moulded on real people. This suited the talents of such writers as the journalist Daniel Defoe who was a Dissenter and whose novel, Robinson Crusoe (1719), provided the sort of authenticity that readers of the time would have felt most attracted to. Others followed, thus setting up a tradition of the realist English novel which also includes Crusoe’s Moll Flanders, and novels by Samuel Richardson, Henry Fielding, and Laurence Sterne. This narrative of the English novel has been challenged on several counts, the principal of which are Watt’s foregrounding of realism as a quality of the novel and his canonization of some writers at the cost of their significant predecessors. With regard to the latter, scholars have taken Watt to task for ignoring the three female writers that allegedly formed the “Fair triumvirate of Wit” in late 17th - early 18th century and who had already authored novels in the English language, namely Aphra Behn, Delariviere Manley, and Eliza Haywood. This course will include both Ian Watt’s study and its reception, and a list of novels pertaining to the topic. The choice of texts is a difficult one, but students are requested to get their own copies of Ian Watt’s The Rise of the Novel as well as Oroonoko by Aphra Behn, Robinson Crusoe by Daniel Defoe, Pamela by Samuel Richardson, and Joseph Andrews by Henry Fielding. All reading is obligatory and students are advised to start reading as soon as they have registered for the class. These texts are classics of English literature and various editions may be purchased (e.g., Norton, Broadview, Oxford World’s Classics, Penguin, etc.). Please refrain from individual inquiries regarding the purchase of the novels. Attendance in the first session is obligatory.   

451116 Advanced linguistics: The semantics of adjunct tense, S

This course focuses on the puzzles arising in the interpretation of tense in adjunct clauses: relative clauses, when-, before- and after-clauses, etc. After an advanced introduction into the basics of tense semantics (matrix and embedded), we will move on to the discussion of the puzzles arising in the temporal interpretation adjunct tense and the impact that they have on our understanding of the semantics of tense in general. No prior acquaintance with the formal apparatus of semantics beyond “Introduction to formal semantics” is required. The language of instruction is English.

4512379 Teaching literature: From novels to poems, S

In this seminar, you will get an overview over how to work with literature in the foreign language classroom. We will find out how to foster different competences through literature as well as literary education itself by dealing with different literary genres, learning about and trying out creative and analytical approaches to teaching literature and enhancing the students’ motivation for reading. Participants will contribute a Micro-Teaching-Unit, in which they apply this knowledge, try out different teaching methods, and receive feedback and suggestions on their teaching. Through this hands-on approach, participants gain practical experience in planning effective lessons for teaching literature. We will work with selected literary shorts (i.e., poems, short stories, short drama) and the novel “One of Us is Lying” by Karen M. McManus. The basis for the didactic background of the class will be “Englische Literatur unterrichten”; additional texts will be provided online. The number of participants is restricted to 15.

4511601 And the Oscar goes to ... - taking students to Hollywood in a Global Simulation, S

A global simulation is a task-based teaching method that gives learners the opportunity to experience and use the foreign language in a fictitious but real-life scenario. By making use of different creative methods, material and media, an authentic space is created - this can for example be an island, a different country, a village, a zoo, a circus, a house, a company, or in our case an award ceremony in Hollywood -, in which the participants take over different roles and master various communicative situations and tasks.  
  In this course, you will explore the potential a global simulation has to offer for the context of foreign language learning. You will learn how to plan and conduct a global simulation based on a textbook unit on Hollywood and get the chance to put your ideas into practice. In your research projects, you will be able to assess and evaluate your global simulation.  
  In cooperation with the IGS Geismar, we will design and carry out a simulation project at the YLAB and invite 8th grade students to join us in this creative adventure. There, pupils will enter the foreign language context we’ll have designed for them, including a specific time and place, and take over new identities. Following different rules and instructions, they will interact with each other, read documents they may find, write notes to each other, solve problems, create and explore. The aim is that you, of course also in role, motivate and encourage the students to actively use the foreign language and support them in doing so. There will be a 5-6 week preparation phase at school prior to the simulation project. The simulation projects themselves will be carried out on a weekday morning at the end of the project. Both the preparation at school and the simulation project will be part of your internship (Note: This counts as your Forschungspraktikum, you will not have to do another internship at a school.) Moreover, you will learn how to do your own research project during your internship including methods and instruments which will help you to answer the research question which we develop in the context of the course. Please note: The Global Simulations will take place in a few weeks before the end of the semester, so you will spend two full mornings of that week on the project (one during your own Global Simulation, one helping your fellow students with theirs). You will prepare the simulation at school with your class for several weeks before the simulation. You will spend one 45- and one 90 minute-lesson per week in your class, so make sure to have free slots in the mornings available if you sign up. 451042 Adrienne Rich: Poet and Public Intellectual, HS

This seminar will trace the evolution of the American writer Adrienne Rich both in terms of her poetry as well as her contributions as a public intellectual and key figure in the 1960–1980 Women's Liberation Movement. Beginning with her early formal work, celebrated by such mid-century literary figures as W.H. Auden and Robert Lowell, we will explore Rich's development through the early sixties to the breakthrough years of the Vietnam War and the civil and women's rights movements. The seminar will particularly focus on seminal books from her middle period 1954–1981, including Diving into the Wreck, The Dream of a Common Language and A Wild Patience Has Taken Me This Far. We will read Rich's poetry alongside her essays from the period. Finally, through close readings, we will examine how Rich's longer poems contribute to the canon of not only social, but also philosophical poetry, in their ontological exploration of "selfhood", "becoming", and "care for the other" in the unfolding process of the search for social justice. The Irish are among those migrants who have numerically most contributed to Canada and who have most been taken notice of, given the history of poverty and starvation, the oftentimes rigid adherence to the Catholic faith, and the Celtic heritage and traditions that accompanied them to the new world. We will discuss the ways in which they have been represented in literary texts, while at the same time reading these narratives against the background of historical developments involving the Irish people and of literary movements or modes (such postmodern writing or magic realism) drawn on or used by writers to question stereotypical images of the Irish. Readings: Peter Behrens, The Law of Dreams; Jane Urquhart, Away; and Margaret Atwood, Alias Grace; and selected passages of recent fiction.

451139 AM 1: Introduction to Medieval English Literature and Culture, A, PS

451030 The Harlem Renaissance, HS

This class sets out to trace the captivating and variegated movement known as the "Harlem Renaissance," which is generally regarded as the first full-scale surge in cultural and artistic self-representation and activity by African Americans. Taking its origin in Harlem in the early 1920s, but spreading into other urban centers of the United States in the course of the ensuing decade, this movement - known as the "New Negro Movement" at the time - brought to fame a variety of writers, artists, and philosophers who sought to define, promote and change African American culture and literature. In this class we will be concerned with a selection of the fiction, poetry, and political essays produced in the Harlem Renaissance - against the backdrop of politico-cultural developments (segregation, anti-black violence) as well as literary and artistic trends (modernism, Primitivism) of the time. In this context, we will consider representations of gender and sexuality, the tensions between the rural South and the urban North, and the coexistence of celebrations of common black folk culture and bohemian, avant-garde performance situated at the heart of the movement. Class readings (such as excerpts, short stories, selected poetry, and essays) will be provided in an e-reader in Stud.IP at the beginning of the semester; but you need to purchase the four – short – novels which we will read in full length. These are Nella Larsen's Quicksand (Dover), Zora Neale Hurston's Their Eyes Were Watching God (Virago Modern Classics), Langston Hughes's Not Without Laughter (Dover), and Claude McKay's Home to Harlem (Northeastern UP). 451152 HS: Reading and Editing the Medieval Manuscript, HS

‘Back to the Manuscripts!’ With this battle-cry E. G. Stanley, approved veteran of Anglo-Saxon studies, encouraged young students of medieval English in the year 1998 to shift their focus to the material text as the only reliable starting point for the study and appreciation of medieval language and textuality. This course seeks to follow in Stanley’s footsteps by offering students an introduction to the description and analysis of medieval books and handwriting. Students will take their very first steps in deciphering, transcribing and translating medieval English texts as encountered in their material context. Aspects of editing as well as dating medieval texts on account of material and linguistic evidence will be addressed in this course. All primary texts will be provided.

451124 HS Syntax: Form meaning mismatches, HS

It has been a standard assumption in linguistic theory, based on Frege’s principle of compositionality (cf. Frege 1884, 1892), that the meaning of a sentence is composed on the basis of the meaning of its parts and the way these parts are structured. However, it is not really clear that there exists a transparent, bi-directional mapping between (morphosyntactic) form and (semantic/pragmatic) meaning. Many phenomena challenge the existence of such a mapping. Such challenges either exist in the form of morphosyntactic elements that do not seem to provide a semantic/pragmatic contribution, or in the form of meaning parts that lack a morphosyntactic realization. Hence, either the mapping between form and meaning (in its broadest sense) in natural language is less transparent than one might think, or morphosyntactic and/or semantic/pragmatic structures may be richer than they appear. This course seeks to investigate and understand what this mapping exactly amounts to by looking into a number of relevant case studies. This course is part of the RTG 2636 "Form meaning mismatches" and explicitly invites PhD students to attend as well.   

451154 VL Mediävistik: Medieval Textual Culture, V

This lecture course provides an overview over the materiality and intellectual background of medieval writing. It introduces students to the development of handwritten code and book production in medieval England, while offering insights into the attitudes towards the concepts of ‚text‘, ‚work‘ ‚authorship‘ and ‚intervention‘. 
  Topics comprise the description, editing and reading of medieval handwriting, including the medieval attitudes to these processes, as well as the liturgical and non-liturgical contexts for the making and use of manuscripts.   
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450996 Picture Narratives in the EFL Classroom, S

For readers of all ages picture books have been the first port of call to the literary world. Correspondingly, picture books have long been recognized as a suitable starting point for early literary reading in a foreign language. With picture narratives like comics or graphic novels students can continue this journey into the world of multimodal storytelling. 
  The didactic potential of picture narratives has been discussed in contexts as varied as cross-curricular learning (Niemann 2002), intercultural learning (Burwitz-Melzer 2004), visual literacy (Enever 2006, Lütge 2011, Stafford 2011) or learner empowerment (Bland 2013). However, lofty aims remain a lip service if working with picture books is not based on solid foundations. Therefore the course primarily aims at developing your understanding of picture narratives and your acquaintance with individual books. We will discuss several examples of picture books that can be used for different age groups and assess the texts’ potential to become resources for learning. Only then can we explore how they can be used to train key competences of ELT. 
  Reading: Texts will be provided at the beginning of the semester. Requirements: Regular attendance, active participation, presentation, short reflection of 2000 words (all in English). 451036 Florida in Fiction, Poetry, and the Arts, HS

In this course, we will read and closely engage with literature set in the "Sunshine State" – texts and art that draw a complex history of its regions and cities, diverse landscapes, flora and fauna, social tensions, racial history, and rich Caribbean culture. Florida is a (swing) state and region of contradictions, political polarization, and diverse sociocultural identities. It is known equally for its natural preserves, swamps, mangroves, city culture and seaside towns, all vulnerable to climate change and threatened by hurricanes, floods, and environmental destruction. There are the mansions and conspicuous materialism of the super-rich, but also the cultural diversity of Miami – its Cuban and Haitian diaspora, Latino cultures, and Black communities. The course will focus on three books – two novels, one short story collection: Zora Neale Hurston's 1937 novel Their Eyes Were Watching God, Lauren Groff's collection of short fiction, Florida (2018), and Kristen Arnett's Mostly Dead Things (2019). We will further read select short stories from Edwidge Danticat's Everything Inside and by Junot Diaz as well as poetry by Elizabeth Bishop, Wallace Stevens, Campbell McGrath, and Lola Haskins. These texts present Florida, its human and nonhuman characters, mood, landscapes, and history each from a unique perspective. We will also engage with the photography of Anastasia Samoylova that presents the Sunshine state in a rich variety of vistas—colorful and dreary, rich and poor, lush landscapes and artificial architectures. Further texts, art works, and critical approaches will be presented at the beginning of the semester. By incorporating suitable pre-reading, while-reading, and post-reading activities, students can develop their reading, listening, speaking, writing, and intercultural skills. This seminar will explore how teachers can effectively employ literary shorts in the EFL classroom. We will examine both didactic background readings and EFL lesson models. Participants will contribute a micro-teaching unit in which they apply this knowledge, try out different teaching methods, and receive feedback and suggestions on their teaching. Through this hands-on approach, participants will gain practical experience in planning short fiction lessons. We will also read selected literary shorts that are suitable for both younger and older EFL students.

450740 Theoretical Approaches to Joyce's Dubliners, HS

How can we read James Joyce’s popular collection of short stories in a theoretically informed way? This course familiarizes students with various strands and concepts of literary and cultural theory, using them to gain a deeper understanding of the fictional texts and enrich our perspectives of theory’s interpretative potential. Theory is not something we “apply” to a text, but it is a way of thinking, a critical framework that helps critical readers to uncover a plethora of meanings and read a text against its grain. We shall study several theoretical approaches, such as new criticism, reader response, psychoanalytical criticism, structuralism, poststructuralism, new historicism, postcolonialism, feminism and gender, narratology, blue studies and infrastructural literary studies. Students should refer to David H. Richter’s A Companion to Literary Theory for further reference (available online via the SUB website).

The Anglo-Latin and Old English riddle tradition represents the most important and most comprehensive literature of this kind in early medieval Europe and offers a fascinating range of semiotic, semantic, syntactic, and paronomastic fuzziness that fundamentally questions blunt formalistic attitudes to language as code without context. The course offers an introduction to the literary, semantic, and gryphic specifics of Anglo-Saxon riddles and aims to teach the medieval principles of semiotics and literary exegesis as a wider gateway to the riddle of poetry and the riddle of the world in general. This course will explore a number of such anthologies and possible ways of reading them by way of sample texts, including some Harley lyrics (Harley MS), Sir Orfeo (Auchinleck MS) and a selection of saints' lives (from one of the South English Legendaries). Students will be taught to critically analyse texts and co-texts in the original Middle English, thus expanding their knowledge of medieval manuscript culture.

451311 Advanced Linguistics: Topics in Morphology, S

This Advanced Linguistics seminar will deliver an introduction to morphology, the subfield of linguistics that investigates the structure of words. We will explore some of the contentious themes in this area of linguistics. You will learn about aspects of crosslinguistic variation in word formation and a range of formal tools with which linguists try to predict and explain why this variation looks the way it does and, crucially, why it doesn't look any other way. You will learn to identify meaningful subparts of words (morphemes), their shape and paradigmatic relations between them in Slavic, Turkic, Mongolic, Uralic languages, and probably more. We will discuss the types of morphemes found in natural language (prefixes, suffixes, circumfixes etc.), some of the basic relationships that exist between and within wordforms (syncretism, allomorphy, multiple exponence, etc.), and the basic notions concerning the structure of a word (scope, morpheme ordering). We will see the ways in which the internal structure of words across various languages informs us about the underlying principles of word formation in natural language. For example, in Tatar , čab-ɤš- means ‘to help someone mow something’; čab-tɤr- means ‘to make someone mow something’; čab-ɤš-tɤr- only means ‘to make someone help someone mow something’, and crucially not ‘to help someone make someone mow something’; interestingly, though, čab-tɤr-ɤš- can mean either. We will talk about patterns of allomorphy and (meta)syncretism, their places in the grammar (morphology vs. syntax vs. phonology), and what they can tell us about the architecture of the grammar. We will also discuss the division of labor between morphology and phonology on one hand, and morphology and syntax on the other. (1) Russian verbs: a. vid’-ø 
  ‘see!’, viž-u ‘(I) see’ vid’-iš ‘(you) see’ b. pros'-i ‘ask!’, proš-u ‘(I) ask’, pros'-iš ‘(you) ask’ c. beg'-i ‘run!’, beg-u ‘(I) run’, bež-iš ‘(you) run’ d. pek'-i ‘bake!’, pek-u ‘(I) bake’, peč-oš ‘(you) bake’ Why does the root vid ‘see’ in Russian change when we add suffixes to it? Should we take the underlying form to be vid or viž? Looking at ‘see’ and ‘ask’, it looks like it’s -u (the back vowel) that makes the previous consonant palatal and fricative. But with ‘run’ and ‘bake’ it is the second person singular suffix -iš/-oš. What is the right generalization here and on what level (phonological, morphological, or syntactic) should we explain it? By the end of the semester, you will have grappled with some of the following bigger questions: What units are words constructed from (if they are constructed from units at all)? What kinds of morphological rules/processes can (and, more importantly, cannot) exist? Does word-formation happen in syntax, the lexicon, or in its own module of grammar?

It is one of the biggest challenges to get learners to speak English. It will explore how Irish writers throughout history have defined and challenged an Irish literary imaginary and shaped a distinctive Anglo-Irish literary tradition. It includes Irish writers now firmly established within an English canon of literature, such as Jonathan Swift, Oscar Wilde or James Joyce, and it will introduce writers rooted in national literary traditions of Ireland – from W. B. Yeats, who was instrumental in the Irish Literary Revival around 1900 and the emergence of an Anglo-Irish literature in its own right, to contemporary writers such as Anna Burns or Michael Hughes who have found new ways of looking back to The Troubles. A particular focus will be on Irish feminist writings and the literary engagement of Irish women authors such as Edna O’Brien, Anne Enright, Claire Keegan and others with the Catholic Church and patriarchal power.

This lecture course is intended to familiarize students with some of the dominant trends in American poetry and fiction from the end of World War II to the present. We will begin by discussing Cold War attempts to distinguish literature from propaganda, and then explore the growing significance of Jewish American literature in the context of Holocaust commemoration. 
  Next we will discuss how other literatures of identity—such as African American literature, feminist literature, and the literatures of various ethnic and social groups—gained prominence during a period known as the "culture wars." We will also study the Beats and the emergence of postmodernism, paying particular attention to its relation to modernist innovations on the one hand and to activist movements on the other. One frame for these explorations will be the development of what scholars have begun to call "the program era," a historical period (extending from 1945 to the present) marked by the affiliation of writers with creative writing programs in universities. We will conclude by studying some of the literature written after 9/11 and also discuss the emergence of the digital humanities. Registration: Attendance for this class is limited to 220 students.
